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Grace and peace to you in the name of our Savior, Jesus Christ!

There are a few constants in life: tax day and Sunday church services. Hopefully you are not experiencing
the fear and trembling both of these events can induce. A pastor like me can count on working on her
sermon all week, preparing and preparing, only to wake with a start on Sunday morning thinking, “What
have I forgotten this time?”” Unlike tax day, Sunday holds within it a moment of grace where we get to
experience the love and compassion of God in Christ brought to us by the power of the Holy Spirit. But it
is only a moment, right?

Perhaps in our difficult moment in our country’s history you have experienced the grace of a friend,
neighbor, church family, or complete stranger. Our community is reaching out in ways we see and ways
that go unseen.

In February many of us were treated to a wonderful Dessert by Candlelight hosted by our United
Methodist Women made possible by donations from all church family members. At that dinner there were
many new faces and some familiar. In particular: a group of teachers from the area, some with
connections to our own school district, the Washington- Caldwell K-8" grade. The PTO from
Washington-Caldwell soon put on a Spaghetti Dinner where folks were encouraged to bring a canned
good to the dinner for the Caldwell Food Pantry.

However, there is more to the story. The night before the dinner, the staff and parents put on a “Teen
Night” at Washington-Caldwell School. It was funded by a grant that was written. About 120 area middle
schoolers attended that night (some from surrounding communities). Thanks to the hard working teachers,
volunteers and the generosity of the youth that night, they brought in enough canned food to fill a small
room. The youth could pay 5 dollars admission or bring 5 canned food items. Rumor has it that many
folks were needed to help Chuck Herman transport all that food collected through the Teen Night and the
Spaghetti dinner back to Caldwell UMC.

Our community can make us tremble with amazement at the generous spirit we have. There are also fears
and unknowns that make us tremble with fear. The Easter story, Jesus rising from the dead, is one that
helps us to realize that in the midst of fear there is hope and in the midst of deep sadness and need there is
a glimmer of light. I know these sound like empty, pretty words on the surface, but that small glimmer is
so powerful that it overcame sin and death. It still does today.

In order to fulfill our mission to follow in the way of Jesus, we too must be servants to one another like
our children have served our food pantry. But first we must reflect on our own life story. Where has Jesus
touched your life? How have you experienced God’s love in Christ? You are loved this moment as you
shake with laughter or tremble with fear. This is the Easter promise.

Money Insurance or God's Assurance?
By David S. Bell

Most people usually have at least one type of insurance -- auto insurance. Many individuals also have other types of insurance,
such as life, long-term healthcare, or property insurance. Some people even carry a comprehensive policy, commonly called an
umbrella policy. Realistically, one may purchase insurance to cover just about any type of property or circumstance.

What type of insurance do you have? Regardless of the policies that you may currently own, one type of insurance protects you
from worshiping material wealth. This policy encourages prudent financial giving. Some people may have discovered this
insurance; others are still searching for it.

In Luke 16, Jesus shares with his disciples the story of the dishonest manager. In this parable, the manager, who was employed
by a wealthy man, faced the risk of sudden unemployment. He had foolishly squandered the property that had been entrusted to
him. He desperately attempted to salvage his employment. The manager sought new friendships by settling outstanding debt
with the employer's clients and by accepting an amount smaller than the balance. Jesus concludes this parable by teaching that
those dishonest with small matters are likely to be dishonest with greater ones. Jesus further states that those who are
dishonest with material wealth will not be faithful to God. It is impossible to worship both money and God.

The true wealth offered by Jesus is the abundance of God's grace. Jesus reminds his disciples to be faithful stewards of
resources that ultimately belong to God. By focusing on God instead of money, one will be held forever by God. Money does not
have this eternal ability. The themes in this parable are not limited to dishonesty, selfishness, and materialism. Jesus extends
the ways to use wealth for God's purposes rather than for mere self-serving purposes. Christians affirm the belief that people are
stewards or managers of God's gifts. Giving protects us from being ruled by material wealth. Giving is a freeing experience. We
are led by God in whom we place ultimate trust and faith.

God desires for us to live lives that are measured by our ability to give, not to get! People often miss the most important
relationship of all when they are trapped in the hyperconsumer culture of material wealth. This most important relationship is the
saving, grace-filled relationship of Jesus Christ. It is a life of assurance! It is life insurance!

So do you have insurance? Are you regularly committed to giving your witness, prayers, presence, and financial gifts? If you
read the fine print in God's policy, you will note that you are covered from here to eternity!
