New in 2008 we sent 3 Khnar Thmei Village youth from poor families to a university in Siem 
Reap Town.  Sath Sopheap is the oldest girl in a family of 9.  Kheav Sangleen lives with her widowed 
mother.  Tap Soda lives with his aunt because his own family is too poor to care for him.  His aunt can 
feed him but can not help him otherwise as she has children of her own.  $400 a year covers tuition, books 
and uniforms for one student at university in Siem Reap.  Education is important for the Cambodian 
people.  Cambodia is a developing country with a devastated infrastructure, the legacy of the Vietnam 
War of the 60’s, the genocidal Pol Pot Regime of the late 70’s that virtually eliminated the skilled and 
educated leaders and the ensuing civil war of the 80’s and 90’s.  With improved stability in the last 5 
years, foreigners, especially, Malaysian, Thai, Vietnamese, Korean, and Chinese are moving to Cambodia 
and buying up the land and businesses.  Cambodians are not equipped to compete with the foreigners.  
They have no education and no money.  They worry that all their land will be bought by foreigners and 
they will not own their own country.  Cambodia needs educated young men and women who can help 
their country develop. 
 
 I often remember what Bob Weeks once asked me, “Are you going to put wells all over 
Cambodia?”  Mostly, I just answer, “I don’t know.”  I’ve learned through this Cambodia project and other 
unexpected experiences that I do not know!  Who knew five years ago what we could accomplish?  God’s 
direction and inspiration comes through friends and donors in the USA and Canada and contacts and 
villagers in Cambodia.  Dare to dream!  Dream on, People of God!! 
 
 Thank you all for the many ways you participate in this humanitarian and community 
development ministry to the Cambodian people.  “To the world, you might be one person, but to one 
person you might just be the world.”

The Caldwell Food Pantry experienced a client family increase from 16 families in January of 2008 to 19 
families in December of 2008.  Some families found jobs and left the Caldwell Food Pantry only to be 
replaced with families who had experience unemployment, underemployment, sickness, and the loss of 
the head of the household through death.  The ability to meet the increasing demand on food supplies by 
new clients has been a challenge.  Government food supplies have been decreasing due to a nation-wide 
call for helping families in crisis and the supplies need for our troops overseas.  Our government 
allocations have been reduced which causes the Caldwell Food Pantry to rely more heavily on food 
donated by individuals, schools, churches, businesses, and food drives plus cash donations to buy the 
products for families not usually found in food drives. 
 
The Caldwell Food Pantry is fortunate to have a group of dedicated volunteers who make sure the 
thousands of pounds of food we receive and redistribute to the community occurs with love and a concern 
for the uplifting of the poor and needy.  We welcome volunteers who want to dedicate their time on every 
second Saturday morning to fill the many food boxes we distribute to our clients.  We know that the 
demand on the Caldwell Food Pantry will increase as our country and community struggle to get back to 
the path of prosperity.  We feel fortunate to know that people will reach out and continue to support the 
Caldwell Food Panty so we can continue to provide food to the poor and needy in Waterford, Rochester, 
and Tichigan.
