Q & A ABOUT CHRISTIAN STEWARDSHIP* 
 
Q: What is Christian Stewardship? 
 
A:  In general, Stewardship is a personal responsibility for taking care of another personôs property or 
financial affairs. Stewardship can be carried out by a butler, maitre dô,  union leader, financial planner, 
the Congressional Budget Office and, to some degree, a husband and wife working together on a 
family budget. In all these examples the persons involved have what we call a ñfiduciary 
responsibilityò to those they serve. 
 
The term ñfiduciary responsibilityò suggests that the steward not only serves another but must serve 
effectively the ñbest interestsò of those served. If the steward does not do so there will typically be 
penalties applied to the steward as punishment. Failure by stewards in this area of responsibility can 
be very destructive to individuals, organizations, and institutions. 
 
Christian Stewardship is distinguished by the fact that we, as Christians, are charged with the 
responsibility of taking care of Godôs affairs. We have a ñfiduciary responsibilityò to Him to declare the 
Gospel, share His love, heal the sick, feed the poor, care for the environment, seek peace and do all 
the other things that he has done for us, FOR others. This is what Christian Stewardship is!   
 
Our gifts and offerings to CUMC are a small yet important part of the stewardship we owe to God.
