I look forward to being with you and getting to know you better as my appointment to Caldwell  starts 

July 1. Some of you have already seen me at different special events or worship services at Caldwell, or at 

Shared Ministry meetings, or been at a combined choir music rehearsal or two where I have tried to stay 

on key ð or at least blend in! But what do you really know about me? Here are a few more pieces of data: 
 

I grew up on a dairy farm in Alden, Illinois as the youngest of Margaret and George Richõs four children. I 

have a sister who lives in Elkhorn and is a nurse in the area of diabetes education at Aurora Lakeland 

Medical Center; a brother who lives in Harvard, Illinois and is retired from the U.S. Army; and a brother 

who lives in a group home in Rockford, Illinois and works in a sheltered workshop. My parents are both 

deceased. 
 

I have a B.F.A. in Visual Communications from Northern Illinois University, and a M.Div. from Garrett-

Evangelical Theological Seminary, and some years of work experience between those degrees. I have 

attended/been a member of/or been appointed as clergy to Methodist or United Methodist churches my 

entire life. As a lay person I had experience serving on nearly all the church committees in the local 

church, and some District positions, and was a lay speaker. Since moving over to the clergy lane I have 

served as a student pastor at Hebron (WI) UMC, as an associate pastor on staff at Appleton First UMC, 

and as the pastor at Bethel UMC in Sugar Creek Township/Lauderdale Lakes area north of Elkhorn.

I will pick out music and do 

things in worship that may draw you closer to God or help deepen your faith ð but other people in the 

congregation may not like it or be inspired by it. I will be involved in the Caldwell/Mukwonago and 

Elkhorn communities in ways that make a difference to our neighbors. I will endeavor to faithfully support 

the ministries of the churches I am appointed to with my prayers, my presence, my gifts, my service, and 

my witness ð and I will expect to do that together with everyone who is committed to fulfilling this 

membership covenant in The United Methodist  Church. 
 

Now tell me, what do I really need to know about you? About Caldwell? About Mukwonago? Iõll probably 

be at Caldwell at the church ð or doing things in the community ð on Tuesdays, Thursdays, and Sundays. 

If you make an appointment that would just  about guarantee that you would see me! Otherwise, I will 

see you and talk with you as the Spirit leads our paths together this Summer.
