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Part One of an Introduction to Rev. Joyce Rich

The people of Caldwell UMC are familiar with the greeting/call to worship: God is good
all the time! Allthe t ime God is good! But why is it also used to begin worship at Bethel
UMC? It has to do with how Rev. Joyce Rich met Rev. Doris Lenga Kroma.

The first full-time appointment Pastor Joyce had was as an associate pastor at Appleton
First UMC. She also serveas the Winnebago District secretary for the Board of Global
Missions. When missionaries visited the Wisconsin Conference Pastor Joyce would help
schedule opportunities for them to speak in the district. This scheduling also included
arranging transportatio n and accommodations for the missionaries between speaking
engagements. Often the missionaries would stay with Pastor Joyce when they were in the
Appleton area. One visiting missionary was Rev. Doris Lenga Kroma from Sierra Leone.

Due to sudden civil conflict in Sierra Leone, Pastor Doris found herself stuck in the United

States and unable to return home for almost a year. So the Board of Global Ministries had

her visit various conferences including Wisconsin. While in Wisconsin she was a speaker at
theUni t ed Met hodi st Womends School of Christian
there from Appleton and on the way Pastor Doris said that she would drive Pastor Joyce

when she could come to Sierra Leone. Pastor Joyce thought it was highly unlikely that his

would ever happen.

And who came to the air strip to help drive the three pe rson Wisconsin delegation into
Freetown, Sierra Leone? Pastor Doris! She made

the natural beauty under the battered scars left from the fighting; to see the UM churches,

schools, and clinics still carrying on as best they could; to see the resiliency of the people

and their faith in God. It was clear that when the people of Sierra Leone said:God is good

all the time! Alltheti me Godisgood! it was a statement of faith
is greater than any man-made horror.
