Grace and Peace to You in the Name of Our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ! 
 
I'm reflecting on my role as your pastor over the past four years. My greatest strengths for 
ministry are connecting with people and accompanying them on their faith journey. I remain 
open at all times to the work of the Spirit so that requires that I look and listen for God at all 
times. And what does that look like in an everyday sense? In worship that might mean that I can 
take the prayers of the people and am able to put them together to form one prayer that unites 
everyoneôs joys and concerns.
